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By the end of the course students should be in a position to approach critically Plato’s
philosophical prose, interpret, analyse and comment on the Symposium.

In specific, students should:

1. Be familiar with Plato’s attic prose and translate with fluency the ancient Greek text into
Modern Greek. They should also have attained a very good grasp of the Platonic vocabulary
and syntax.




2. Be familiar with the main philosophical concepts and ideas of Plato’s middle writing period
(Theory of Ideas).

3. Bein a position to comment on the stylistic diversity of the Symposium’s speeches, as well as
compare, identify and critically discuss the stylistic differences between rhetoric and
philosophy.

4. Bein a position to discuss the educative ramifications of the ancient Greek pederastic model
and describe the ways in which Plato modifies this model and appropriates it towards his
own philosophic ends.
