Familiarization of the student with views on love and sex in Roman didactic poetry of the classical period. What
goes on in didactic poetry regarding love is not the same as in other genres (epic, comedy, lyric, bucolic and
elegy). In addition Roman didactic poetry presents considerable internal differences in its development from
Lucretius to Ovid. When the course is completed students are expected to be able to handle secondary literature
and relative terminology and to distinguish the particular aspects of the subject within didactic poetry but also in
relation to other genres.
