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Familiarization with the field of classical philology, the history of classical
scholarship and the ancillary disciplines.

Upon successful completion of this course students are expected:

(a) to know the major literary genres, their main representatives, and their
diachronic evolution

(b) to be familiar with the literary production in the four major periods of Ancient
Greek Civilization

(c) to be aware of the cardinal role of religion in the development Greek
literature

(d) to know the differences between the song and the book culture

(e) to have acquired basic knowledge about the transmission of texts, the birth of
philology as a discipline, the history of books and libraries in the ancient
world

(f) to have acquired basic knowledge of the ancillary disciplines and their
contribution to philology, especially palacography, papyrology, epigraphy
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Collection, analysis and synthesis of data and information with the help of the
appropriate conventional or digital tools

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Introduction to Classical Philology and its ancillary disciplines. The course includes a
brief survey of (a) the historical periods (Archaic, Classical, Hellenistic and Graeco -

roman); (b) ancient religion; (c) the literary production of the song culture (d) the
literary production of the book culture (literary and scientific works, libraries,
transmission and edition of texts), introduction to papyrology, epigraphy,

palaecography and codicology.
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Three-hour written exam in Greek (or in English —
option available to Erasmus students only) which
includes questions of open and closed types.
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
