The general objective of the course is to familiarize students with the historical and cultural context of
manuscript and printed books during the early centuries of typography, the period of early modernity, and
the Greek Enlightenment, as well as with the practices of contemporary philological editions of works

from the older literary production.

- Understand the fundamental aspects of the history of manuscript and printed books (manuscript

circulation, printing houses, authors, editors, readership).
- Recognize the conditions that contributed to the transition from manuscript to print, as well as
the reasons why manuscripts remained resilient.
- Be familiar with the basic methodology of textual editing.
- Engage with manuscript codices from the examined period, covering various literary genres.
- Evaluate contemporary philological editions and identify the most significant Greek editorial

series.

- Develop the ability to read manuscript catalogues.
- Utilize digital tools relevant to the field (electronic databases, digital editions, and digitized




manuscript collections).
- Appreciate the importance of primary research in archives and collections.

1. General introduction to the world of manuscript and printed books: Before and
after the invention of typography.
2. The roles of key contributors in the production and circulation of printed

books: The first editions of Modern Greek literary texts — Boccaccio and Thesiida.

3. Introduction to the editing of manuscript codices and older printed texts.

4. Engaging with manuscript books: The journey from manuscript catalogues and
electronic databases to archives, libraries, and digital repositories.
Exploration of digitized manuscript material across various genres.

5. Familiarization with the manuscript book: The publication of works from the
Cretan Renaissance, past and present. From Venetian printing houses to modern editions.

6. Familiarization with the manuscript book: Manuscript novels prepared for the
printing press. The first Greek translation of Le Diable boiteux (1707) by Alain-René
Lesage.

7. Familiarization with the manuscript book: Inside the writer’s workshop
(Epiphanios Dimitriadis)

8. The publishing of popular books: The unique characteristics and editorial
challenges of the “Readings of Modern Hellenism” (Phyllada tou
Megalexandrou, Bertoldos).

9. Theater in the 18th century — From manuscript to print: The case of Moliere’s
comedies.

10. Personal writings — From manuscript to print:
Autobiographies, diaries, and correspondence.

11. Memoirs of the Greek War of Independence (1821) — From manuscript to

print: The case of Makriyannis’ Memoirs and recent editorial initiatives (Kasomoulis).
